Description:
This one day course will provide environmental professionals, consulting hydrogeologists, and engineers with the background necessary for evaluating and participating in the selection of appropriate geophysical technologies for projects involving soil and ground water contamination.   The material will provide the technical foundation needed to understand the use and limitations of common near-surface geophysical methods used in soil and ground water contamination studies.  Specific consideration will be given to magnetometry, (EM) terrain conductivity, ground penetrating radar (GPR), and direct current (DC) resistivity techniques.


A demonstration of two of these commonly used methods (GPR and EM) will be provided along with a description of preliminary data reduction techniques.  The course is intended for technical professionals, public agency and regulatory agency staff, university staff, responsible parties, case managers, and anyone else interested in the latest geophysical tools and technologies for application to hydrogeologic problems.
